Record Books- Up to date. A large portion of your score 

5. That Day

Dress Appropriately- As close to official dress as makes sense. You must wear official dress from the waist up.

Set Up, Clean Up, Have an alternative plan for rain.

Greet judges with handshake and introduce yourself.

Start talking- remember you only have about 20 minutes.

Do demonstration.

Give judges record books.

Answer questions.

When finished, shake judges’ hands and say thank you.

Make it clear. Have fun. Make it memorable.
